Arizona Revised Statutes§ 8-134(I) specifiesthe SupremeCourt shall administerthe
ConfidentialIntermediaryProgramandshalladoptrulesandproceduresnecessarytoimplementthe
program. Pursuantto this statutoryrequirement,theArizonaSupremeCourtadoptedtheArizona
Code of Judicial Administration, Code Section § 7-203: Confidential IntermediaryProgram.
SubsectionD(2) ofthis codesectionrequiresthe AdministrativeDirectorto appointanadvisory
committeeto theConfidentialIntermediaryProgramandto developguidelinesfor thecommittee,

Now therefore, pursuant to Arizona RevisedStatutes § 8-134(I) and the Arizona Codeof
• Judicial Administration, Code Section § 7-203(D)(2), the Confidential Intermediary Program

AdvisoryCommittee(committee)is established.

The committeeshall reviewandmakerecommendationsregardingprogramneeds,goals,
rules, policiesandproceduresfor thepurposeoffurtheringthemissionoftheprogram. This may
include certification, recertification,training and the Standardsof Conduct for Confidential
Intermediaries,thefeeschedule,forms,reportsandpublic awarenessoftheprogram.

ThecommitteeshallconsistofninemembersappointedbytheAdministrativeDirector.Two
committeemembersshallbeappointedto initial termsofoneyear,threecommitteemembersshall
beappointedto initial termsoftwo yearsandfour membersshallbeappointedto termsofthree
years,as provided for in Appendix A, attachedherein.Membersshall representa variety of
viewpoints, experiencesand expertise,with specific representationas follows: two certified
confidentialintermediaries,oneattorneyknowledgeableinadoptionissues,onememberrepresenting
theadoptiontriad, two socialworkersfrom an adoptionagency,a JuvenileCourtadministratoror
a staffmemberoftheClerkoftheSuperiorCourt, andtwo publicmembers.

Committeemembersshallactivelyparticipatein committeemeetingsandtheadministration
ofcommitteebusiness.

The committeeshallmeetno lessthan onetimeper year. Additional meetingsmaybe called
upontherecommendationofthecommitteechairandatthedirectionoftheAdministrativeDirector.
All meetingsshall comply with the Arizona Codeof Judicial Administration, § 1-202: Public
Meetings.



The committeeshalladoptrulesofprocedurefor conductingcommitteebusiness. These
rulesshall prescribe theminimum attendancefor aquorum, the useofproxiesand thesizeof any
majority vote required to authorize actions at any committeemeeting.

Thecommitteeshallprepareannualrecommendationsforrule,policyandprocedurechanges.
Theserecommendationsshall be forwarded to and reviewedby the Administrative Director and
Programstaff. Thecommitteemayforwardother recommendationsthroughout theyear.

TheAdministrativeOfficeoftheCourtsshallprovidestaffforthecommitteeand,asfeasible,
mayconductorcoordinateresearchasrequestedby thecommittee.
