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This matter having come before the Disciplinary Commission of the Supreme Court of Arizona, it
having duly rendered its decision, and no discretionary or sua sponte review occurring,

IT IS ORDERED, ADJUDGED AND DECREED that J. MURRAY ZEIGLER, a member of the

State Bar of Arizona, is hereby censured for conduct in violation of his duties and obligations as a lawyer,
as disclosed in the Disciplinary Commission Report.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that J. MURRAY ZEIGLER shall be placed on probation for a
period of one (1) year. Probation is effective the date of this Order. The terms of probation are as follows:

1. Respondent shall attend a one-day Ethics Enhancement Program (EEP).
Respondent must contact Lisa Casablanca, Program Coordinator, State Bar
of Arizona, at (602) 340-7250, within 20-days from the date of the
Judgment and Order. Respondent shall be responsible for the cost of
attending the program.

2. ReSponden‘E shall refrain from engaging in any conduct that would violate
the Rules of Professional Conduct or other rules of the Supreme Court of
Arizona.

3. Probation will start at the entry of the Judgment and Order, and will
conclude one year from that date.

4, In the event that Respondent fails to comply with any of the foregoing
probation terms, and information thereof is received by the State Bar of
Arizona, Bar Counsel shall file a Notice of Noncompliance with the
imposing entity, pursuant to Rule 60(a)5, Ariz.R.Sup.Ct. The imposing
entity may refer the matter to a hearing officer to conduct a hearing at the
earliest practicable date, but in no event later than 30-days after receipt of
the notice, to determine whether a term of probation has been breached and,
if so, to recommend appropriate action and response. If there is an allegation
that Respondent failed to comply with any of the foregoing terms, the
burden of proof shall be on the State Bar of Arizona to prove noncompliance
by clear and convincing evidence.
