PETITION TO AMEND RULE 10
OF ARIZONA TAX COURT RULES
OF PRACTICE

Pursuant to Rule 28, Rules of the Supreme Court of Arizona, the Presiding
Judge of the Arizona Tax Court, respectfully petitions this Court to adopt the
attached proposed amendment to Rule 10 of the Arizona Tax Court Rules of
Practice. This is not a substantive request but rather is a request to eliminate any
confusion that may arise from the current wording. Rule 10 indicates that there
are different cover sheets for record tax cases and for small tax claims. However,
there is no requirement of separate cover sheets and separate cover sheets are not
necessary. As a result, the Arizona Tax Court requests removal of the sentence
in Rule 10 which states that there are separate forms.

The Arizona Tax Court is in the process of combining the forms, and the
current language may cause confusion for unrepresented litigants and attorneys
who do not regularly practice in Tax Court. Moving to one cover sheet for both
cases types allows the court flexibility and reduces cost and time in maintaining
two separate forms. In addition, the use of a single form will eliminate cases in
which unrepresented litigants use the incorrect form for their case type, which
frequently occurs.




For the foregoing reasons, the Presiding Judge of the Arizona Tax Court,
respectfully requests this Court amend Rule 10 of the Arizona Tax Court Rules
of Practice to eliminate the last sentence.
