Comment by Beth Capin Beckmann: I know the current rule reads this way, but can we clean it up while we are at it?  I think we need to be careful about distinguishing a notice of pcr from a petition.  I suggest we say “only by seeking relief pursuant to Rule 33.”  Or, if you don’t like that, then I would say, “only by filing a notice requesting post-conviction relief and a petition,” pursuant to Rule 33.  You could capitalize Notice Requesting Post-Conviction Relief if you like, since that is what we are now uniformly and officially calling it.  See Rule 33.4.
