Notification of Project Acceptance and Agreement
As a result of a recent finding by the State Auditor General, courts managing approved information technology projects having statewide impact are required to document a formal agreement that defines the scope, intended accomplishments, project processes, deadlines, and commitment of project resources.  The Judicial Project Investment Justification (JPIJ) and project management framework are not considered formal agreements, though the content of the agreement is based on information that appears in them.  This document serves as the formal agreement of the court and the Administrative Office of the Courts, becoming the starting point for formal monitoring of the project and progress.
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
