Our Courts Arizona uses basic, non-partisan, and interactive sessions, taught by current and retired judges, which engage the audience and provide information about the importance of fair, impartial and accessible courts and the rule of law. 


What: 	20-40 minute sessions, delivered to your group, on various topics including the Bill of Rights, judicial accountability, judicial decision-making, the rule of law, and the separation of powers between the three branches of government.


Who: 	Current and retired judges from your community serve as faculty for the program.  


Audience:	Adult community groups of any size and interest (e.g. service organizations, church groups, home owners’ associations, civic groups, lifelong learning events)
