CHAPTER 249 (HB2313) health boards; state agencies;

(ACJC) through July 1,2029. Repeals the commission on January |, 2030.

* Adds “realistic pictorial representations” to the statute prohibiting unlawful disclosure of
images depicting states of nudity or specific sexual activities with the intent to harm, harass,
intimidate, threaten or coerce the depicted person and classifies the offense as a class |
misdemeanor.

If the value in the homestead is less than or equal to the $400,000 statutory limit at
the time of filing, including cost of living increases (modified limit), the homestead property is 100% exempt and any increase in
the value of the homestead during the pendency of the bankruptcy case is 100% exempt without regard to whether the
debtor’s interest increases above the modified limit.

* Adds using a computer-generated voice recording, image or video of another person with the
intent to defraud other purposes to the list of acts that constitute criminal impersonation and
classifies criminal impersonation using computer generated materials as a class 5 felony.

3. Obtains money, goods, services or anything else of value with a gift card or gift card information that was acquired
without the holder’s, issuer’s, or seller’s consent.

* Defines “gift card” as a physical or digital closed-loop or open-loop gift card that is activated or inactivated.

2. Knowingly fails to report the destruction of records that are necessary to disclose the nature of
the behavioral health services for which a claim was submitted, or payment was received or
records that are necessary to fully disclose all income and expenditures on which rates of
payment were based.

* For the purposes of court-ordered evaluations, the 48-hour time-period for screening agency action excludes
weekends and holidays.

* Filings for petitions for court-ordered treatment after a person receives an evaluation on an inpatient basis
must be completed within 72 hours (excluding weekends and holidays) unless the person is released or
admitted on a voluntary basis.

leave the United States, coerces a person to cause another person to leave the United States, restricts
another person from engaging in protected conduct, or retaliates against another person for engaging in
protected conduct during the commission of the offense.

* Requires the convicted foreign agent to be sentenced for the next higher class of offense than for which
the person is currently convicted.

* Defines “foreign government agent,” “foreign terrorist organization agent,” and “protected conduct.”

* “Protected conduct” means conduct that is lawful under federal or state law including free exercise of

religion, speech, government petition for redress of grievances, and peaceful assembly.

* Establishes regulations for “litigation financiers” in civil actions, administrative proceedings, claims and other
causes of action, including class actions and multidistrict litigation.

* Prohibits a litigation financier from directing or making any decisions with respect to the course of action that
is subject to a litigation financing agreement or any settlement or other disposition, including decisions
concerning appointing or changing counsel, choice or use of expert witnesses and litigation strategy.

* If the existence of litigation financing has been disclosed, requires the court to consider the existence of
litigation financing and related conflicts of interest in class actions when determining whether a class
representative or counsel would adequately and fairly represent the interests of the class, and in multidistrict
litigation, when approving or appointing counsel to leadership positions.

* Prohibits litigation financiers from paying or offering to pay a commission, referral fee or other consideration
for referring a person to the litigation financier without disclosing in writing to the potential borrower.
Disclosures must be made before entering into the agreement and must be acknowledge and agreed to by the
potential borrower.

* Policy updates related to criminal justice included as part of the FY 2026 budget.

* Redistributes state aid for juvenile dependency proceedings. Distributions to a county may
not exceed $250,000 in any fiscal year; if projected to exceed that threshold, the Arizona
Criminal Justice Commission shall distribute excess monies to the remaining counties based
on the proportional share of juvenile dependency case filings statewide for each county less
the juvenile dependency case filings from the counties exceeding the maximum distribution.

* Establishes a child and family representation program at the AOC for the purpose of
collaborating with superior courts, judges and attorneys to ensure uniform, high-quality legal
representation in juvenile dependency cases. Provides a list of responsibilities for the office,
including a requirement to report on or before June 30 of each year the measures taken to

assess and document the effectiveness of counsel. Repeals the office June 30,2028.

CHAPTER 254 (SBI 161) sheriffs; constables; service;
mileage; fees

* Raises the maximum amount a constable can receive for serving a writ issued on behalf

of a justice of the peace from no more than $5 to no more than $10.
* The fee is established by the county board of supervisors.

* Courts should submit a Helix ticket if the County Board increases the fee pursuant to

this section.
* This bill became effective upon the governor’s signature dated July I, 2025.

CHAPTER 255 (SB1198) animal cruelty; felony
classification

* Adds intentionally and knowingly killing or seriously harming a service animal or working
animal without legal privilege or consent of the owner to the list of acts which constitute

animal cruelty and classifies the new offenses as a class 5 felony.

* Adds the existing justification defenses in the criminal code to the list of defenses which

may be used in animal cruelty cases.

Defines “transitional housing facility” to mean a
temporary living arrangement for an individual, who
after participating in a prerelease transitional program
while incarcerated, is transitioning from incarceration
to independent living that provides basic necessities,
including job training, employment placement services,
direct access to parole officers, housing, clothing,
prepared meals and hygiene necessities, at no cost to
the individual while the individual is simultaneously
participating in a voluntary reentry program that
incorporates licensed outpatient behavioral health
services that are all located within the same campus
environment.

6 felony and subject to a civil penalty assessed by the Director of the Department of

CHAPTER 198 (HB2195) digital advertising; content;
children; penalty

* Requires a child-directed application to take appropriate measures to prevent the display

of inappropriate and mature advertisements on the application.
* Provides factors for determining whether an application is a child-direct application.
* Subijects a civil penalty of up to $100,000 per violation for noncompliance.
* Instructs the Attorney General to enforce the application restrictions.

* Jurisdiction: Superior Court

- Affected A.R.S. §§: 44-1483

* Delayed Effective Date: From and after 12/31/2026

CHAPTER 230 (SB1500) compensation; erroneous
convictions

* Creates a civil court process for a person who was erroneously convicted to obtain compensation from
the state.

* Requires the claimant to have been convicted of a felony and subsequently incarcerated, that the claimant
did not commit the crime for which they were convicted, and that the claimant did not through their
own conduct cause or bring about the conviction, commit perjury, or fabricate evidence. Eligible
claimants must be pardoned based on innocence, or the claimant’s judgment of conviction reversed or
vacated and the charges dismissed or the claimant found not guilty on retrial, or the claimant’s judgment
of conviction reversed or vacated and the claimant entered an Alford plea or a plea of no contest while
maintaining a claim of innocence when the claimant would otherwise have been entitled to a new trial.

* Requires the claimant to bring the claim within two years after the claimant’s conviction is overturned or
vacated, the claiming is found not guilty on retrial or the claiming enters a plea of no contest, whichever
occurs later, or within two years of a pardon based on innocence, or within two years of the effective
date of this legislation if the claimant was convicted, incarcerated and released from custody prior to the
bill's effective date.

CHAPTER 230 (SB1500) compensation; erroneous
convictions (continued)

* If requested by the Attorney General, requires the court to make findings of fact that a city or
county employee committed harmful error or misconduct that was the proximate cause for
the conviction, for which the Attorney General has a burden of proof by a preponderance of

the evidence.Also authorizes the court to make this finding on its own motion.

* Allows the court to consider any findings of fact developed on the record of the underlying

criminal offense related to the conviction or actions by city or county employees.

* Requires the court to notify the appropriate city or county prosecuting agency if the
Attorney General requests of the court makes a finding that a city or county employee

committed harmful error or misconduct that was the proximate cause of the pardoning,

reversal or vacating of the conviction and allow the city or county to respond within 14 days.

CHAPTER 230 (SB1500) compensation; erroneous
convictions (continued)

* Prescribes court procedures for granting an erroneous conviction claim and awarding compensation
from the newly established Erroneous Convictions Fund.

* Upon granting an order for an erroneous conviction, the court is required to order the claimant’s
associated convictions and arrests expunged from all applicable state and federal systems and the
records sealed.

* Requires the court to enter an expungement order for the applicable offense or offenses and restore the
person’s civil and firearm rights (unless they are otherwise ineligible for rights restoration).

* Requires the clerk of court to notify the Department of Public Safety, the prosecuting agency and the
arresting law enforcement agency of the expungement order and to seal the claimant’s records and allow
the claimant’s records to be accessed only by the claimant or the claimant’s attorney.

* Requires the court to direct the Department of Public Safety to expunge and destroy any biological
samples, including fingerprints and to send a certified copy of the order to the Department.
