ORIENTATION REQUIREMENT
FOR A RETIRED JUDGE
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ACJA 1-302(1)(6)(b)(3) states, “Part-time limited jurisdiction judges pro tempore shall
complete the training approved by COJET before assuming duties.” The training to be completed
includes New Judge Orientation.

Judge Brett Eisele, a Justice of the Peace at the Pinal County Justice Court, Precinct 3, has
requested a waiver of the New Judge Orientation requirement for the recently retired Presiding
Disciplinary Judge, William O’Neil, so that he may assist in bench trials and jury trials as a judge
pro tempore in the Pinal County Justice Courts. Judge O’Neil has served as Arizona’s Presiding
Disciplinary Judge for 10 years and as a Superior Court Judge in Pinal County for 19 years.

Therefore, pursuant to Article VI, Section 3, of the Arizona Constitution,

IT IS ORDERED that Judge O’Neil is hereby exempted from the requirements of ACJA §
1-302(1)(6)(b)(3), including New Judge Orientation, before assuming duties as a judge pro tempore
in any Pinal County Justice Court.
