Rule 32(c)(8) of the Arizona Rules of the Supreme Court provides that the State Bar Board of 

Governors shall establish annual membership fees with this Court’s consent. 
 
The Court has considered the recommendation of the Board of Governors, outlined in its letter 

dated August 1, 2022, and approves the change in annual membership fees for State Bar members 
holding retired status (Rule32(c)(6)), who have been members of the State Bar of Arizona for 35 years 
as of December 31 of the year immediately preceding the membership year for which the fee is to be 
paid.  Therefore, 

 
IT IS ORDERED that this change shall be effective as of January 1, 2023, as follows: 
 
- State Bar of Arizona members holding retired status pursuant to Rule 32(c)(6), and who 

have been members of the State Bar of Arizona for 35 years or more as of December 31, 
2022, shall pay the reduced annual fee of $100 rather than the current fee of $215. 

- State Bar of Arizona members holding retired status, and who have been members of the 
State Bar of Arizona for 35 years on December 31 of the preceding year, shall pay the 
reduced fee of $100 each following year while maintaining retired status. 

- Should a member change their status at any time to other than retired status, the annual 
membership fee for their status shall be the fee set forth in Administrative Order No. 2014-
89.
