 On June 14, 2022, Senate Bill (SB) 1114 was signed into law, amending Title 36, Chapter 
5 of the Arizona Revised Statutes related to court-ordered mental health treatment (“treatment”), 
case records, and confidentiality. Among other things, SB 1114 directs the Supreme Court to adopt 
a rule to establish a program to enable authorized individuals to determine the existence of an 
active order for treatment and the history of court orders for treatment entered for a patient by a 
superior court in any county of this state. 
 

Therefore, pursuant to Article VI, Section 3, of the Arizona Constitution, 
 
IT IS ORDERED that in accordance with SB 1114, the Director of the Administrative 

Office of the Courts, within a reasonable timeframe, shall establish a program to allow authorized 
individuals to determine the existence of an active order for treatment and the history of court 
orders for treatment entered for a patient by a superior court in any county of this state. The 
Director shall also propose any new or changes to rules needed to implement such a process.
