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Chapter 123, Sec. 1, Laws 2023 of the 56 Arizona Legislature’s First Regular Session,
added A.R.S. § 14-1110, which creates the Governor’s Probate Advisory Panel. Under A.R.S. §
14-1110(A)(7) and (8), the Chief Justice appoints “one judicial officer who has a minimum of two
years of experience presiding over guardianship and conservatorship proceedings and who is from
a county with a population of more than five hundred thousand persons” and “one clerk of the
superior court.” Therefore, after due consideration,

IT IS ORDERED that the following qualified individuals are appointed as members of the
Probate Advisory Panel within the Office of the Governor, for terms beginning 90 days after the
close of the 2023 legislative session as prescribed by Ariz. Const. art. 4, Pt. 1., Sec. 1(3), and
ending as will be determined under Laws 2023 (1% Reg. Sess.) Ch. 123, Sec. 2.
