Pursuant to ACJA § 7-209(E), the Committee on Alternative Business Structures, upon 
completion of its review of the application of NxGen Law, Inc for licensure as an Alternative 
Business Structure, voted on November 18th, 2025, to recommend that this Court deny licensure. 

NxGen Law, Inc, having timely requested a hearing on the Committee’s recommendation 
of denial, was heard before the Presiding Disciplinary Judge (PDJ) serving as the hearing officer. 
NxGen Law, Inc., did not request a rehearing as prescribed by ACJA 7-209 E(2)(j).  Following the 
hearing, the PDJ’s recommendation, together with that of the Committee, was transmitted to this 
Court for review pursuant to Supreme Court Rule 33.1(a)(5).

IT IS ORDERED denying the initial application of NxGen Law, Inc as an Alternative 
Business Structure (ABS) in Arizona.
