RULES OF PROCEDURE FOR SPECIAL ACTIONS

Rule 8. Appeals

(a) [No change in text.]

(b) In a civil matter, gGrant or denial of special action relief by the Court of Appeals,
including a refusal to take jurisdiction in the case, shall be reviewed by the Supreme Court only
upon petition for review; pursuant to Rule 23, Rules of Civil Appellate Procedure.

(¢) If a special action seeks relief in a criminal case, review of the decision of the Court of
Appeals by the Supreme Court shall be by way of a petition for review pursuant to Rule 31.19,
Arizona Rules of Criminal Procedure. No court fees may be assessed for filing such a petition.

(d) A party seeking a stay or expedited processing of the petition for review may file a
motion in the Supreme Court.

€e)(e) Any petition for review filed in accordance with rule 8(b) or (c) should be captioned
as follows: “Petition for Review of a Special Action Decision of the Court of Appeals.”
