Rule 3. Computation of Time;: Shortening or Extension of Time

c. How to Calculate Time: Day of the Act or Default. In calculating any period
of time specified or allowed by these rules, by any local rules, by order of a
court, or by any applicable statute, the day of the act or default from which the
designated period of time begins to run is not included.

d. How to Calculate Time: Last Day. The last day of the period is included,
unless the last day is a Saturday, Sunday or a legal holiday, in which event the
period runs until the end of the next day that is not a Saturday, Sunday or a legal
holiday.

Rule 5. Summons and Complaint: Issuance, Content
and Service of Process

ef. Service of Process. Service of the summons and complaint shall be
accomplished by either personal service or post and mail service for a special
detainer action, and for a forcible detainer action, as provided by Rule 4.1 or 4.2
of the Arizona Rules of Civil Procedure. Service of process shall only be
performed by a person authorized to do so under Rule 4(D) of the Arizona Rules

of Civil Procedure. Return of service and proof thereof shall be made by
affidavit.

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fg. Failure to Obtain Service. A complaint that is not served within the time
required by applicable statute may be dismissed at the initial appearance date
unless the defendant waives service in writing, or the initial appearance may be
continued upon a showing of good cause to allow additional time for service. If
the defendant appears at the initial appearance, the appearance shall constitute a
waiver of any objections to the form or manner of service unless the defendant
asserts those grounds at the initial appearance or in a previously filed written
answer.
