ORDER

The Court en banc has considered the briefs and authorities 1in
this expedited election matter. This appeal concerns whether the
“single subject rule” in article 4, part 2, 8 13 of Arizona’s
Constitution governing the subject and title of legislative bills
applies to legislative referrals under article 4, part 1, §8 1(3).

The Court rules that the challenge based on the single subject
rule is not premature, that the rule applies to enactments referred
by the legislature to the voters, and that the rule 1is satisfied
here.
