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O R D E R 

 
 On February 14, 2013, this Court entered an order affirming the 

decision of the hearing panel and ordering the State Bar to file a 

final statement of costs and expenses in accordance with Rule 

60(b)(2)(B), Rules of the Supreme Court.  The State Bar filed an 

untimely statement of costs and expenses on March 5, 2013.1  

Respondent Goodman filed an objection to the statement of costs and 

expenses, the State Bar filed a response and respondent filed a 

reply.  Upon consideration, 

 IT IS ORDERED, ADJUGED AND DECREED that pursuant to Rule 

60(b)(2)(B), the State Bar of Arizona is granted judgment against 

Respondent GRANT H. GOODMAN for costs and expenses of the 

disciplinary proceedings in the amount of $6,000.00, together with 

interest at the legal rate from the date of this judgment. This 

amount represents the general administrative expense that is imposed  
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����Rule 60(b)(2)(B) requires the State Bar to file its final statement 
of costs and expenses “within five (5) days after the clerk has given 
notice that a decision has been rendered.”�
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following a respondent’s unsuccessful appeal. The State Bar’s 

additional investigator and miscellaneous expenses of $6,400.30 will 

not be assessed against respondent.  Rule 60(b)(1) requires the State 

Bar to file “an itemized statement of costs and expenses on proven or 

admitted counts.”  The State Bar’s statement of costs and expenses 

fails to provide information indentifying the count or charge to 

which the expenses relate.  Further, the statement fails to 

sufficiently describe and document these additional charges to enable 

the Court to determine if they are reasonable and whether they fall 

outside the general administrative expense.  The statement lacks the 

detail necessary to award any additional costs and expenses.
