Compensation for services
shall be at a rate agreed upon by the parties and this appointment is conditional upon approval of
the Yuma County Board of Supervisors pursuant to A.R.S. § 12-141. The Superior Court in
Yuma County shall obtain appropriate funding from whatever source for any compensation due
to said appointee pursuant to A.R.S. 8 12-142(C) and A.R.S. § 12-143 for service as a judge pro
tempore.
