ARIZONA CODE OF JUDICIAL ADMINISTRATION
Part 1: Judicial Branch Administration

Chapter 1: Leadership
Section 1-106: Committee on Limited Jurisdiction Courts

A. General Purpose. The Committeeon Limited JurisdictionCourts (LJC) is established as a
standingcommitteeof the ArizonaJudicial Council. LJC shall assist the council and the
supreme courtin the developmentand implementationof policies designedto improvethe
quality ofjustice, accessto thecourtsandefficiencyin court operations.LJC shallidentifkj the
needs andstudy the internaloperationofthelimited jurisdictioncourts. LJC shall also analyze
and plan for future developmentsand recommend uniformadministrativepolicies and
proceduresto improvejudicial administration.

B. Membership. LJC shall include the followingmembers:

1. At leastten limited jurisdictionjudges;

2. Six limited jurisdictioncourtadministrators,deputy administratorsorclerks;

3. A representativeoftheStateBar ofArizona;

4. A public member;and

5. Other members appointed at thediscretionof thechiefjustice.

C. Terms ofMembers.ThechiefjusticeshallappointmembersofLJC fortermsofvaryinglengths
to encourage continuityon LJC and may reappoint membersfor successive terms.

B, Responsibilitiesof Members. LJC membersshall attend and activelyparticipatein LJC
meetings, assist with the administrationof LJC affairs andserve on advisorycommitteesas
necessary. A member maydesignateaproxy, subjectto therequirementsofACJA § 1-104 and
LJC policies.

E. Organization.Thechiefjusticeshall appointthechairpersonofLJC andotherleadershipas
neededtoorganizecommitteeaffairs.The chairperson may appoint advisorycommitteesto help
LJC carry outits responsibilities.

F. Meetings. LJC shall meetno less than twice ayear. The chairpersonmay call additional
meetings.All meetingsshall be noticedand opento thepublic.

G. Actions. LJC shall adopt rules for conductingLJC business. These rules shallprescribethe
quorumand majority needed to constituteLJC actions.

H. Staff. Underthe directionof the chiefjustice,the administrativeoffice shallprovidestaff to
assistandsupportLJC and mayconductorcoordinatemanagementprojectsand research studies
related tojudicial administration asrecommendedby LJC.
